Each school is allowed to enter two students in both the novice and advanced divisions for each
category. THERE ARE NO DIVISIONS BASED ON SCHOOL SIZE IN THE JIA
COMPETITION. When you open the JIA registration form, select all text on your screen. Copy
EVERYTHING and paste it into a new Word document. From there, you can enter the names of
students competing. Be sure they are spelled correctly, as this will be how it appears on their
nametag and any awards they receive. Finally, save the document as a .doc or .pdf and attach
it in an email to jpmurphy@west.fargo.k12.nd.us. Please turn in your registration information
by Thursday, March 11" at 4 p.m. Payment for JIA participants should be sent with meal
registration payment to the address below.

We will meet in the Memorial Union Ballroom at 8:45 a.m. before the first JIA sessions begin at
9:00 a.m. The advisers’ room will have beverages/snacks for advisers, judges and proctors.
Advisers WILL NOT be required to judge JIA entries. Proctors will be college students who
aren’t affiliated with the college press.
